Bihar minister disputes Centre data,
flags higher number in state scheme

BIHARWATER Resources Minister
Sanjay Kumar Jhaon Wednesday
disputed figures reported by the
Centre on the Jal Jeevan Mission
(IJM)dashboard, sayingonly 8.44
lakh tap water connections have
been provided in Bihar under the
central scheme for rural house-
holds,and not 146 crore as shown.

The rest of the tap water con-
nections, Jha said, were provided
under two other schemes, includ-
ing Har Ghar Nal Ka Jal scheme
which is run by the Nitish Kumar
governmentonitsownand which
accounts for the largest chunk of
the total number.

This is the first time a state —
one ruled by the JD(U) in alliance
with the BJP — has disputed the
figures on the ]JM dashboard.

Reacting to The Indian Express
report based on dashboard figures
thatsay Bihar provided 1.46 crore

India, Australia
sign document to
boost naval ties

New Delhi: Chiefs of the Indian
and Australian navies on
Wednesday signed a guidance
document to streamline interac-
tion between the two forces at
various levels.

The Navy said in a statement
that the signing ceremony for
the ‘Joint Guidance for the
Australia-India Navy to Navy
Relationship’ document was
held via videconference be-
tween Navy Chief Admiral
Karambir Singh, and Admiral
Michael ] Noonan, Chief of Navy,
Australian Navy.

Australia and India, along
with the US and Japan are mem-
bers of the four-nation
Quadrilateral Security Dialogue,
or the Quad, which has irked
China. The navies of the four
Quad nations will also partici-
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tap water connections to rural
households under the JJM since it
beganin2019,Jhainatweet gave
the breakup of the connections
under different schemes.

“Thanks to vision of Hon CM
Shri @NitishKumar, 87% of Bihar
rural households have access to
clean tap water. The scheme-wise
breakup of tap connections pro-
vided in Bihar is as follows: 1. Har
Ghar Nal Ka Jal: 152.16 lakh; 2. Jal
Jeevan Mission: 8.44 lakh; and 3.
NRDWP: 2.32 lakh,” tweeted Jha,
who is also the national general
secretary of the JD(U).

The Bihar minister’s objection
is significant as Bihar has the sin-
glelargest contributionin the cen-
tral data. If Bihar's numbers are

discounted, the national figure
will drop to 3.36 crore from 4.74
croreasreported on the JMdash-
board on Wednesday.

In his Independence Day
speech, Prime Minister Narendra
Modihad said: “lam happy thatin
justtwoyearsof Jal Jeevan Mission,
more than 4.5 crore families have
started getting tap water.”

An email sent by The Indian
Express to the spokesperson for
Union Jal Shakti Ministry, seeking
aresponse on the data, remained
unanswered till press time.

Jhasaid the Bihar government
has provided tap water connec-
tions to rural households with its
ownmoney. “Our Har GharNalKa
Jalscheme was conceived in 2015
and implemented from 2016. The
state government has been run-
ning this scheme from its own
money. This has been possible
only due to personal monitoring
by Chief Minister Nitish Kumar,”
he told The Indian Express.

PEGASUS CONTROVERSY

SC notice to Centre, Bengal
on plea against inquiry panel

SUPREME COURT on
Wednesday issued notice on a
plea to quash the July 27 notifi-
cation of the West Bengal gov-
ernment setting up a two-mem-
ber panel to inquire into
allegations of use of Pegasus spy-
ware for illegal surveillance.

A bench of Chief Justice of
India N V Ramana and Justices
Surya Kant and Aniruddha Bose
issued notice to the Centre as
well as the West Bengal govern-
ment, seeking their response, on
the plea filed by NGO Global
Village Foundation. The bench
said the matter will be taken up

monitored inquiry into the con-
troversy.

Appearing for the Centre,
Solicitor General Tushar Mehta
termed the constitution of the
committee “unconstitutional”.
Stating that he will assist the
bench on the point of constitu-
tionality, he said, “It is unconsti-
tutional is all I can say.”

Advocate Saurabh Mishra,
who appeared for the petitioner,
said the notification is being
challenged on grounds of lack of
jurisdiction. He sought an in-
terim order in the form of a stay,
submitting that the commission
had already issued a public no-
tice and proceedings had started
and wondered why a state com-
mittee should continue while

has used the Jal Jeevan Mission in
less than 5 per cent of rural wards
inthe state to provide the tap wa-
ter connections to rural house-
holds. “Under @jaljeevan_ Bihar
has done workin4,891 wards out
of a total of 1,14,651 rural wards.
1,346 wards taken up under the
erstwhile NRDWP. Remaining
1,08,414 wards covered under
state government’s Har Ghar Nal
kaJal scheme,” he tweeted.
Tagging The Indian Express re-
port, he tweeted, “This is a re-
markable story! Giant vision of
CM Shri @NitishKumar of Har
Ghar Nal Ka Jal... has ensured 87%
of rural households in Bihar with
tap water connections — among
top4 best states in India.”
Asource in Jal Shakti Ministry
said the Centre hasreleased about
Rs 771 crore toBihar under the J[M
in the past two years, and that
Bihar's performance is better than
other states because it started
working on its own scheme well
before the launch of the JJM.

The bench turned down the
request with Justice Surya Kant
observing that it “is only a pre-
liminary exercise”.

The committee comprises
former Supreme Court judge
Justice Madan B Lokur and for-
mer Chief Justice of Calcutta
High Court Justice Jyotirmay
Bhattacharya.

The petition contended that
“considering the seriousness of
theissue and the implications on
the citizenry of the country as
well as its cross border implica-
tions, the Pegasus controversy
warrants an in-depth investiga-
tion. This cannot be carried out
in a truncated and unconstitu-
tional manner as is sought to be
done by the West Bengal govern-

Samajwadi MP
booked for
sedition over
Taliban remarks

SAMAJWADI  PARTY MP
Shafiqur Rehman Barqg has been
booked for sedition following his
recent remarks allegedly de-
fending the Taliban's takeover of
Afghanistan and equating it with
India"s own freedom struggle,
police said on Wednesday.

He was charged under Indian
Penal Code section 124A (sedi-
tion) following a complaint
from BJP leader Rajesh Singhal
on Tuesday, Superintendent
of Police Chakresh Mishra said.

Following registration of the
case, Barq on Wednesday said he
was quoted out of context and
wrong charges have been lev-
elled against him.

“I am with the policies of
India,” he said.

The MP has been also booked
under sections 153A (promoting
enmity between different
groups)and 295A (outraging re-
ligious feelings), Mishra said.

Besides Barq, two others —
Mohammad Muqueem and
Chaudhary Faizan — have been
booked under these sections, the
officer said. Following the
Sambhal MP's  remarks,
Samajwadi Party workers
Muqueem and Faizan posted
material on social media in sup-
port of the Taliban, according to
the FIR.

Responding to questions
from reporters on Monday, Lok
Sabha member Barq had said the
Taliban wanted to free their
country and it was Afghanistan's
internal matter.

The MP had said that when
India was under British Rule, the
entire country fought for inde-
pendence.

The remarks drew sharp crit-
icism from Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath. In the
state legislative council, the chief
minister on Tuesday slammed
the opposition MP.

Speaking to reporters on
Wednesday, Barq said, “I have
not given any such type of state-
ment, and this is wrong.

Justice Chanda made
permanent judge of HC

Nod for Calcutta HC judge who was caught in Mamata row

THE SUPREME Court Collegium
headed by Chief Justice of India
NV Ramana on Wednesday no-
tified its decision confirming
Justice Kausik Chanda, addi-
tional judge of Calcutta High
Court, as permanent judge of
that court.

The decision was taken at a
meeting of the Collegium on
August 17.

InJune this year, West Bengal
Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee
had told the High Court that
the state government had ob-
jected to the proposal to appoint
Justice Chanda as a permanent
judge.

Justice Chanda was caughtin
the eye of a political storm in
West Bengal when Banerjee
sought that the case seeking re-
evaluation of the Nandigram
election results be reassigned

from his bench, citing a “likeli-
hood of bias”.

During the hearing for re-
cusal of the judge, Banerjee had
stated that the judge could be bi-
ased as the government had op-
posed the proposal to appoint
him as permanent judge since
he was an “active member” of
the BJP.

In a letter to Chief Justice
(Acting) Rajesh  Bindal,
Banerjee's counsel Sanjay
Basu had said that the Chief
Minister had earlier “conveyed
her objections and reservations”
about  Justice  Chanda’s
confirmation as permanent
judge, and so there was
“reasonable apprehension... of
bias”. Eventually, Justice Chanda
recused from hearing the case.

Justice  Chanda  was
Additional Solicitor General of
India in the High Court in 2015
before his appointment as judge.
He has a tenure till 2036 as a
judge of the High Court.

On  Wednesday, the
Collegium for appointments to
High Courts, which comprises
Justices U U Lalit and A M
Khanwilkar apart from the CJI,
also notified that it has approved
proposals to appoint six addi-
tional judges of the Karnataka
High Court as permanent judges
of that court.

The six judges are Justices
Sanjay Gowda, Jyoti Mulimani,
Nataraj Rangaswamy, Hemant
Chandangoudar, Pradeep Singh
Yerur and Maheshan
Nagaprasanna.

For the Telangana High Court,
the Collegium recommended
appointment of six district judi-
cial officers and amember of the
Income Tax Appellate Tribunal
as judges.

Those recommended are
judges Sree Sudha, CSumalatha,
G Radha Rani, M Laxman, N
Tukaramji, A Venkateshwara
Reddy and ITAT member P
Madhavi Devi.

Punjab ex-DGP Saini arrested

Stating that Saini was aZ-plus
category protectee — “meaning
thereis no chance of his abscond-
ing”, the Punjab and Haryana
High Court had earlier granted
him interim anticipatory bail in

Saini’s counsel said the former
DGP had gone to join the probe in
that case as per court orderswhen
he was arrested. Terming the ar-
rest illegal, he added that accord-

A top functionary of the
Punjab Police said, “He was
formally arrested in another case
for having committed forgery in
order to stall the process of at-
tachment of house no. 3048,
Sector 20-D, Chandigarh, by the
court of Special Judge Mohali.
Saini has been claiming to be a
tenant in the house after his re-
tirement.”
